All sailors must show proof of ability 

to swim 25 yards and float for 5  

minutes in sailing clothes. All partici-

pants are required to wear PFD’s 

(provided by CSC) during classes. 

Full and Partial Scholarship are avail-

able for our junior sailors. Please 

contact Community Sailing’s office 

for more information or questions 

regarding all camps and classes.

Race Team members should 

be proficient sailors (coach approval 

is a prerequisite) driven to improve 

their skills. Race Team practices will 

focus on advanced boat handling, 

tactics, rules, tuning, sportsmanship, 

and teamwork. All racers are invited 

to sail in DSA’s Thursday Dinghy 

Races during the summer and be 

ready to travel to other lakes for 

competition. Race Team starts in 

April and will go until the end of 

October.
